BOSTON, MA, January 22, 2008 — Join Debbie and her band for “Story Songs and Sing Alongs” at the 
Regent Theatre, 7 Medford Street, Arlington, MA, on Saturday, March 29 at 10:30 am. Get ready for some 
sing-along, dance-along, and laugh-along family fun in this rockin’ musical journey through classic kids’ 
tales and original songs!

Debbie and Friends concerts are fun for the whole family. Parents and kids join in this interactive “variety 
show” featuring a diverse array of styles including rock, pop, country, reggae, and Broadway-esque tunes. 
You’ll become the Big Bad Wolf and blow the house down, fix Rosie's wrong rhymes, test your skills with 
the “Simon Sez Song,” and share a special moment with your loved ones singing "Love Is a Family." 
 
This full-band performance will include both Debbie and Friends songs and some classic favorites, with a 
cast of top-shelf musicians from Berklee College of Music, including Debbie Cavalier on vocals and 
keyboard, Danny Morris on bass, Dan Bowden on guitar, Bill D’Agostino on drums, Mike Carrera on 
keyboard, along with crazy character voices, including the “wolf”… and surprise guest performers! 
Everyone goes home with a colorful Debbie and Friends poster. Copies of Debbie and Friends’ debut CD 
Story Songs and Sing Alongs will be available for purchase at the show for $15. 
 
“Story Songs and Sing Alongs” is a masterful offering of family-friendly music that includes original songs 
about stories kids know and love: “Three Little Pigs,” “Jack and the Beanstalk,” “Goldilocks,” as well as 
familiar jokes such as in “Knock, Knock Song” and “I’m Not Tired.” The recording was a community 
effort that included the contributions of more than 15 Berklee College of Music faculty and students. 
Berklee folks add everything from harmonica, fiddle, banjo, and mandolin, to guitar, bass, drums, trumpet, 
trombone, and hambone. The recording also includes the singing voices of more than 15 children from the 
Greater Boston area—a reflection of Debbie’s philosophy of experiential learning. “I believe that music for 
children is all about music with children,” Debbie says. “These songs are all kid-tested and approved, and 
their enthusiasm comes shining through.” 
 
Debbie Cavalier is a trained musician, seasoned publishing professional, and music educator. Having 
graduated with a degree in music and music education at Berklee, Debbie taught elementary and high 
school music, and spent many years in the music education publishing industry before becoming the Dean 
of Continuing Education at Berklee in 2003. Debbie has written more than 100 music education books and 
her work has won countless awards, including the prestigious Great American Song Contest Honor Award.  
 
Debbie lives in Watertown, MA. When she’s not writing or performing music, she can be found in her 
kitchen making (and eating) homemade chocolate chip cookies, or strolling the sidewalks with her dog 
Sophie. Her fans continue to inspire her to create quality children’s music—or as Debbie likes to say, 
“Kids’ music that’s all grown-up!”
